Who can apply?

Nominations are made by governments of UNESCO Member States
or non-governmental organizations (NGOs) in official partnership with
UNESCO. They can nominate up to three individuals, institutions, or
organizations making strong, innovative contributions to girls’ and
women's education. Self-nominations are not possible.

interested candidates are invited to contact their country’s National
Commission for UNESCO/Permanent Delegation to UNESCO, an NGO in

official partnership with UNESCO or the Prize Secretariat for more
information.

What?

Nominations must meet the eligibility and selection criteria set by the
Prize. Nominated projects must be established and running for at least
two years and show potential to be replicable and scalable.

An independent International Jury of five experts will assess
nominations on the basis of the project’s potential for impact,
innovation and sustainability.
